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I’m sure by now that you are all aware 
that TMC students have been given the 
opportunity to take part as volunteer 
helpers in the first ever Youth Olym-
pics��which will be held from the 14th 
to 26th of August 2010. 
 
There will be 26 different sports, with 
a total of 201 events, involving over 
3,500 athletes.  The organizers are 
looking for up to 20,000 volunteers to 
assist not only in the games, but also in 
the performances and events leading 
up to and those held during the games. 
 
Who can take part as a volunteer?  
Any student (including international 
students) is eligible as long as you are 
over 18 by the 1st of March 2010.  
You must be able to commit the time 
to attend the pre-game training and 
briefings, though much of this will be 
on an e-learning basis.  Depending on 
which activity you volunteer for�� you 
will need to be available for up to 7 
days in a row during the games, work-
ing in shifts. 
 
For those of you who are concerned 
about your classes, don’t worry�� We 
will look to provide make up classes to 
cover the period of the games. 
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What can you volunteer for?  The posi-
tions range from assisting with a par-
ticular sport, work on particular events, 
right through to hospitality, media and 
IT.  A list of the areas is on page 2 and 
more details can be obtained from the 
Singapore 2010 website. 
 
What do volunteers get from participat-
ing?  It is suffice to say that this is a 
once in a life time opportunity to be 
involved in a unique event, as this is the 
first time ever that the Youth Olympics 
has been held.    
 
In addition to this, all volunteers will 
receive a certificate. It is also an oppor-
tunity to gain additional experience, 
which will look great on a CV and the 
training you receive is also quite useful, 
it even includes basic First Aid.
